· No access to kitchen facilities

· Details for contract tracing held by Guider 

· Hand sanitised on entering and exiting the building.

· Adhere to all current regulations

· Designated area for isolation, if signs and symptoms start whilst on center.  Outdoors – Pergoda  Indoors in Badger Hall – Corner of entrance hall.
